3. [bookmark: BMI]This order is effective against any respondent on whom it is served or who is given notice of it.

[bookmark: BMJ_1][bookmark: BMJ]Definitions and interpretation
4. [bookmark: BMJ_2]A respondent who is an individual who is ordered not to do something must not do it themselves or in any other way. They must not do it through others acting on their behalf or on their instructions or with their encouragement.

5. [bookmark: BMJ_3]A respondent which is not an individual which is ordered not to do something must not do it itself or by its directors, officers, partners, employees or agents or in any other way.

(WHERE THE RESPONDENT IS NOT IN ATTENDANCE AT THE HEARING) [a  note [prepared by [his] / [her] solicitor] recording the substance of the dialogue with the court at the hearing and the reasons given by the court for making the order, which note shall include (but not be limited to) any allegation of fact made orally to the court where such allegation is not contained in the affidavits or draft affidavits read by the judge].

14. [bookmark: BML_6]Anyone notified of this order shall be given a copy of it by the applicant's legal representatives.

15. [bookmark: BML_7]The applicant shall pay the reasonable costs of anyone other than the respondent which have been incurred as a result of this order including the costs of finding out whether that person holds any of the respondent's assets and if the court later finds that this order has caused such person loss, and decides that such person should be compensated for that loss, the applicant shall comply with any order the court may make.

16. [bookmark: BML_8]If this order ceases to have effect (for example, if the respondent provides security) the applicant shall immediately take all reasonable steps to inform in writing anyone to whom [he] / [she] has given notice of this order, or who [he] / [she] has reasonable grounds for supposing may act upon this order, that it has ceased to have effect.

19. Until the return date or further order of the court, the respondent must not remove from England and Wales or in any way dispose of, deal with or diminish the value of [any of [his] / [her] assets which are in England and Wales up to the value of £[amount]] / [the following assets which are in England and Wales, namely: [specify in detail]]

20. If the total value free of charges or other securities (‘unencumbered value’) of the respondent’s assets in England and Wales restrained by the preceding paragraph exceeds £[amount], the respondent may remove any of those assets from England and Wales or may dispose of or deal with them so long as the total unencumbered value of the respondent’s assets still in England and Wales remains above £[amount].
b. If the total value free of charges or other securities (‘unencumbered value’) of the respondent’s assets in England and Wales restrained by the preceding paragraph does not exceed £[amount], the respondent must not remove any of those assets from England and Wales and must not dispose of or deal with any of them. If the respondent has other assets outside England and Wales, [he] / [she] may dispose of or deal with those assets outside England and Wales so long as the total unencumbered value of all of his assets whether in or outside England and Wales remains above £[amount].

[bookmark: BMM_6](FOR EITHER FORM OF INJUNCTION)
23. This order applies to assets (whether or not specifically listed) which are in the respondent’s own name and whether they are solely or jointly owned. For the purpose of this order the respondent’s assets include any asset which [he] / [she] has the power, directly or indirectly, to dispose of or deal with as if it were [his] / [her] own. The respondent is to be regarded as having such power if a third party holds or controls the asset in accordance with [his] / [her] direct or indirect instructions.

24. [bookmark: BMM_7_b]Unless the following paragraph applies, the respondent shall within 7 days of service of this order and to the best of [his] / [her] ability inform the applicant’s solicitors of all [his] / [her] assets [in England and Wales] / [worldwide] [exceeding £[amount] in value] whether in [his] / [her] own name or not and whether solely or jointly owned, giving the value, location and details of all such assets.

25. [bookmark: BMM_7_c]If the provision of any of this information is likely to incriminate the respondent, [he] / [she] may be entitled to refuse to provide it, but is recommended to take legal advice before refusing to provide the information. Wrongful refusal to provide the information is contempt of court and may render the respondent liable to be imprisoned, fined or have [his] / [her] assets seized.

26. [bookmark: BMM_7_d]Within 14 days of being served with this order, the respondent shall make and serve on the applicant’s solicitors [an affidavit] / [a witness statement] setting out the above information.

27. [bookmark: BMM_8_b]This order does not prohibit the respondent from spending £[amount] a week towards [his] / [her] ordinary living expenses and also £[amount] [or a reasonable sum] on legal advice and representation. The respondent may agree with the applicant’s legal representatives that the above spending limits should be increased or that this order should be varied in any other respect, but any agreement must be in writing.

29. The order will cease to have effect if the respondent:
a. provides security by paying the sum of £[amount] into court, to be held to the order of the court; or
b. makes provision for security in that sum by another method agreed with the applicant’s legal representatives.

30. The costs of this application are reserved to the judge hearing the application on the return date.

31. Anyone served with or notified of this order may apply to the court at any time to vary or discharge this order (or so much of it as affects that person), but they must first inform the applicant’s solicitors. If any evidence is to be relied upon in support of the application, the substance of it must be communicated in writing to the applicant’s solicitors in advance.

It is a contempt of court for any person notified of this order knowingly to assist in or permit a breach of this order. Any person doing so may be imprisoned, fined or have their assets seized.

This injunction does not prevent any bank from exercising any right of set off it may have in respect of any facility which it gave to the respondent before it was notified of this order.

34. [bookmark: BMM_12_d](WITHDRAWALS BY THE RESPONDENT)
No bank need enquire as to the application or proposed application of any money withdrawn by the respondent if the withdrawal appears to be permitted by this order.

Persons outside England and Wales
35. [bookmark: BMM_13_b]Except as provided in the following paragraph, the terms of this order do not affect or concern anyone outside the jurisdiction of this court.

36. [bookmark: BMM_13_c]The terms of this order will affect the following persons in a country or state outside the jurisdiction of this court:
a. the respondent or [his] / [her] officer or agent appointed by power of attorney;
b. any person who:
i. is subject to the jurisdiction of this court; 
ii. has been given written notice of this order at their residence or place of business within the jurisdiction of this court; and
iii. is able to prevent acts or omissions outside the jurisdiction of this court which constitute or assist in a breach of the terms of this order; and
c. any other person, only to the extent that this order is declared enforceable by or is enforced by a court in that country or state.

Assets located outside England and Wales
37. Nothing in this order shall, in respect of assets located outside England and Wales, prevent any third party from complying with:
a. what it reasonably believes to be its obligations, contractual or otherwise, under the laws and obligations of the country or state in which those assets are situated or under the proper law of any contract between itself and the respondent; and
b. any orders of the courts of that country or state, provided that reasonable notice of any application for such an order is given to the applicant’s solicitors.
